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FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
“You are the salt of the earth,” Jesus says.
“You are the light of the world.”
In two short phrases, Jesus describes the identity and
mission of his followers.
In our day, he might have sent out his message on
Twitter.

“Your light must shine before others, that they may see
your good deeds and glorify your heavenly Father.”
Here is the life and calling of all Christians!
There is a reverse side to Jesus’ message, however.
You don’t need light on a sunny, bright day.

And you don’t need salt when your food is seasoned
as it should be.

Jesus’ words about salt and light come in his Sermon on
the Mount. In this sermon, Jesus is turning the world
upside or maybe better to say, right-side up, God-side up
Jesus says the meek will inherit the earth,
not the powerful and pushy.

Jesus says our words and speech matter,
we are not meant to hide the truth with double-speak.
Jesus says that the way of peacemaking and
reconciliation, of faithfulness in relationships, of love for
enemies and prayer for persecutors is what it means to
live as salt and light.

Now there is, of course, darkness around us that needs
transforming and decay that needs reversing so people
can flourish. But with the image of salt and light in
mind, our task is simply to do the work God has given us
to do—the small and daily deeds of faith—with intention,
purpose, and the confidence born of faith.

Jesus shows there is a different way to be human:
forgiveness, holiness, generosity, and the God-given
courage and strength it takes to do it.

When Christians choose gospel influence over any other
kind of power and give ourselves away to others,
then the world will see that the Church is a living and
real presence of a God who gave himself in love for the
world.

Then the world will be seasoned properly to keep it from
decay and so that others can taste the goodness of the
Lord. Then our light will “shine before others that they
may see your good deeds and glorify
your heavenly Father.
