There are people in this world who do some serious
waiting. I'm not talking about the time some of us spend
in a doctor's office or the checkout line. Those are brief
moments. And even those who line up for several nights

Even
though this Sunday is like a pause between two great
feasts, the wait is already over for us. The Holy Spirit
dwells in our hearts. We can't wait huddled in some
upper room. We who are in the world are called to take
the word of Christ into the world today.
