The countercultural John the Baptist may have had
an odd sense of style by our standards
(he wore camel hair)
and he may have consumed an unappealing diet
(locusts and wild honey),
but he had his finger on the pulse of what really
mattered.

He needed little in the way of worldly comforts
because he was consumed with his task of spiritually
preparing those who were willing to hear for the
One who would come to baptize with the power of
the Holy Spirit.

What mattered was this future revelation,
and John would let nothing that belongs to this
earthly existence get in the way of his preparation
for that revelation.

In his second letter,

Peter tells us that all will dissolve away and through
holiness and devotion we will be made ready for the
Lord's coming.

The trends we get caught up in will seem empty and
meaningless.

All that will remain is God and those created in his
image,
and the relationships we have between us.

What matters to you, right here and right now,
on this Second Sunday of Advent?
We don't have to trade in brand-name clothes for
camel hair,
but we need to ask ourselves:
if we were called to give it all away tomorrow for
Jesus, would we be mature enough to do so?
The answer to this question lies at the heart of
stewardship.
