LOVE GOD, LOVE THEM! 
    I was leading a youth group at a small church in my 

home town.  There was a choir director there that I 
found difficult.  She found me difficult, too.  When she 
was in a pinch, I would sing in the choir because God 
wanted me to, not because she wanted me to do so.  

One rehearsal, she looked up and said, “I think that we 
love each other simply because we love Christ.”  I 

could only reply, “I think you are right.” 
    It is important to recognize that more than having a 
grudge, finding a way to discriminate against someone 
and finding a way to feel superior because of how you 
practice your faith, is the recognition that loving God 
and neighbor are the greatest commandments, have 
been and always will be.  Amen.  This was why the 

choir director I couldn’t stand and who couldn’t stand 
me loved each other.  When we were unable to love 

each other because of our own lack of human love for 
each other, we were able to love each other because, 

“Hear, O Israel, the Lord is our God.  The Lord is one; 
and you shall love the Lord your God with all your 

heart, all your soul and all your strength.” 
    Think about your life.  Are there friends, relatives, 

coworkers, neighbors, people in your church or 
elsewhere who annoy you?  Are there people with 
whom you wish you did not have to interact?  Give 

them to God.  Pray for them.  Remember their 
birthdays.  Say ‘hi’ to them.  Give them an honest 

complement.  Do it because you love God, not because 
you love them.
